Taos Farmers Market Board Member Proposed Updates, 2010-2011

Advisory Board Selection and Structure

1. The Advisory Board has five (5) seats.

2. A seat is open if a three year term has expired, a board member wishes to resign, or a board member attends less than half of the scheduled meetings per year with out communicated notice.  

3. Board member resignation notification due by Oct 1st.     

4. Elections will be held prior to the end of the market season via the following procedure:



1. Board member gives notice or is asked to resign by Oct 1


2. Board president or market manager to call for nominations via paper 
ballot at market and via email notice.   


3. Call for nominations will be posted on TFM website. 


4. Applicants must provide a statement of interest/qualifications and agree 
to the following duties and responsibilities (below).


5. Final voting (if there is more than one interested applicant) will take 
place at the year end open meeting on the second to 
last Saturday of the 
season, to which all vendors are invited.  This will be announced on 
the website and on the paper ballot and email notice

5. Advisory board members must have sold at the market during the prior season.

6. Farmers shall make up the majority (3 seats) of the advisory board members. Farmers are defined as people who grow produce, food-bearing plants or herbs, or who raise livestock for meat or dairy

7. Board members are elected to 3 year terms.

8. Any vacant seats may be filled by the board until the fall elections when the elected person will begin a new three year term
Advisory Board Duties and Responsibilities

1. Attend all scheduled board meetings, or provide notice if not able to be in attendance

2. Check and respond to phone and/or email messages in a timely manner to maintain communication with board

3. Accept responsibility for specific tasks as determined at board meetings, or by market manager, and report back to board

4. Be available for market rule enforcement, decision making, and other advisory problem solving as needed during market hours of operation
